What are the school hours? 

 

The school is open from 6:30 – 17:30 from Monday to Friday.  

 

Full day program (06.30 am – 17.30 pm) 

Half day program (06.30 am – 13:00 pm) 

 

R100 per 15min late for any children uplifted after hours unless arranged in advance. 

 

 

Terms applicable to school curriculum for 2025 

 

15  January – 28 March: Term 1 (School will reopen by 8th January) 

8  April – 27  June: Term 2 

22  July – 3 October: Term 3 

13 October – 10  December: Term 4 ( School will close on the 12th of December )  

 

 

When will the school be closed? 

 

Public holidays, if the public holiday is on a Tuesday or Thursday, the Monday or Friday will also be closed. 

Days will be announced prior to closure. 

 

June Holidays: 30  June– 4  July (School will reopen on the 7TH of July) December closure period: 12th December 2025. 

September long weekend Holiday : 24-26 September ( Reopening on the 29th of September)

Educational program: 08:30 – 12:30 

Snack time: 10:15 – 10:30 

Lunch is served: 11:30 – 12:30 

Rest period: 12:30 – 14:00 

Snack time: 14:30 – 15:00 

Free play until closing time: 15:00 – 17:30

Once off registration/enrolment non-refundable fee of R1500 per child.

What do I need to pack for my Baby / Toddler? 

 

*Nappies where applicable 

*Wipes (Personal use) 

*Milk/ Formula where applicable 

* Extra snacks if preferred ( two fruit snacks are provided) 

*2 extra sets of clothes (both summer and winter clothes) 

*Water bottle 

*Sunscreen with sun cap. 

* Pillow and blanket that will be sent home weekly to be washed and returned 

All items need to be labelled 

 

Please note that upon registration the class teacher will send you a list of items required before commencement date. 

 

Do I need to pack any food? 

 

No food needs to be provided; you are however welcome to pack extra snacks for your child that will be served with our fruit snacks daily. 

Purified water will also be provided. 

 

Our Menu (Alternates on a 4-week cycle and will be sent out weekly) 

 

Breakfast (warm porridge), Lunch (Protein, starch, and vegetables) provided by our caterer.  

Two fruit snacks will be provided by the school. 

All meals are dietician planned and approved.  

Please state if any allergies are present in your child, we will accommodate accordingly. 

Note that half day students will not receive a second snack. 

  

 

What snacks are allowed for birthday parties? 

 

Cake or cupcakes, please don’t pack more sweet items then this, you are welcome to prepare fun fruit skewers as an additional snack. 

One pack of crisps and a juice. (Please ensure that enough is packed for the entire class). 

You are welcome to send party packs, additional items will be sent home with the friends. 

 

What languages are spoken at school?
